Working in galvanised steel, stainless

steel and aluminium, with poles being

produced in octagonal, conical,

polygonal, stepped tubular, square and

even triangular sections, we cover every

design and material currently used in

the market.

As we enter our 25th year of

manufacture we continue to concentrate

on what we do best: - simply the design

and manufacture of poles and columns.

We have therefore invested heavily in our
painting facility and now have over
10% of our manufacturing area
dedicated to painting and last year
painted over 30,000 lighting columns.

Stainton Metal operates a Quality
Assurance system which complies with
requirements of  BS EN ISO 9001:2000

Our welders and welding procedures are
independently certified in accordance
with BS EN 287 and 288.

Manufacture
The Stainton Metal plant covers an area
of 14 acres (7 ha) with over 118,000
sq.feet (10900m2) dedicated to
manufacturing. We have three
production facilities with the main plant
dedicated to the production of lighting
columns, the engineering division
fabricating heavy bespoke structures
and our finishing factory housing our
stainless and finishing processes.

Employing over 180 employees on these
three sites we have a manufacturing
capacity in excess of 230,000 poles per
annum on a single shift basis, with a
current commitment of around 120,000
poles per annum. We have an untapped
excess capacity available.

With the current UK market growing
quickly through PFI contracts we are
conscious of the need to increase

manufacturing capacity to
ensure that all of our
customersÕ needs can be
satisfied. We believe that
with this excess capacity
we are best positioned to
continue offering high
levels of service in the
future for all of our
customers.

Design
At Stainton Metal we take pride in the
products we design and believe we offer
a design and technical backup service
which is second to none. We actively
encourage customers to involve us at
the concept design stage and to carry
this close liaison from design right
though to installation. We employ the
latest design techniques from Autocad
and Pro-Engineer, through to our own
custom designed computer
programmes.
